“de Bono Thinking” Programme

Train the Trainers in Educational Workshops

Agreement for Fully Accredited Trainers

The terms of the agreement will be as follows:

1. Certification Procedures 

1.1 The status of an Associate Trainer can be upgraded to that of a Fully Accredited Trainer provided that all of the following prerequisites have been established by a Master Trainer in “de Bono Thinking” or his deputy, specifically appointed for such purpose:

(a) the Applicant has demonstrated that he or she has at least 6 months of experience of training as an Associate Trainer in the “de Bono Thinking” educational programme;

(b) the Applicant has demonstrated a working knowledge of the material and an ability to train others in it;

(c) the Applicant has demonstrated high motivation in conducting the training courses, as well as ability to maintain high quality of training.

(d) the certification fee, as set in section A.1 of the Appendix to this Agreement, is paid in full. 

The precise procedure for verifying the above prerequisites is indicated by the Master Trainer conducting the upgrade of the certification status. The contact information of all available Master Trainers in listed in section A.2 of the Appendix to this Agreement.   

1.2 The status of a Fully Accredited Trainer in “de Bono Thinking” programme is initially assigned for the duration of one year. Extension of the initial certification is on a yearly basis, free of charge, and contingent on demonstration of training activity on a yearly basis.

1.3 The Applicant understands that he or she is in no manner to be considered an employee or other agent neither of Cavendish Training nor of Dr. Edward de Bono, nor of Peter de Bono. The Applicant understands that the status of a Fully Accredited Trainer cannot be used to conduct any training using the materials of the “CoRT Thinking Lessons” and “Six Thinking Hats for Schools”, other than specified in sections 2.1 and 2.3 of this Agreement. 

2. Training Conducted by the Fully Accredited Trainers. 

2.1 Fully Accredited trainers may train in the “de Bono Thinking” programme provided that the following conditions are observed:

(a) the training is conducted with educational purposes, as defined in section A.3 of the Appendix;

(b) the programme used for the training includes all lessons of CoRT 1, CoRT 4 and “Six Thinking Hats for schools” and, in addition, any material of the remaining sections of the “CoRT Thinking Lessons”, which the Fully Accredited trainer finds necessary.  This requirement is made in order to provide for the maximum possible impact of the programme on the students, and to maintain high quality of training; 

(c) whenever a “paid training” is conducted, as defined in section 2.2 of this Agreement, the royalty fees specified in section A.4 of the Appendix, are paid in full by the Fully Accredited trainer to Cavendish Training;

(d) any modification of the material of “CoRT Thinking Lessons” and “Six Thinking Hats for Schools”, with exception of examples and exercises, has to receive written approval of a Master Trainer in “de Bono Thinking”;

(e) the training is conducted in Russian language, and all materials used are written in Russian as well.  

2.2 The term “paid training”, used in section 2.1 (c) above, is applied whenever a Fully Accredited trainer receives any form of payment made specifically for conducting a course in “de Bono Thinking”. This excludes any regular salary paid to the trainer by an non-profit organisation, such as school, university, hospital and so on, which employs the trainer in a position which has responsibilities not limited to conducting training in “de Bono Thinking”. If a trainer receives regular salary as an empoyer of an organization specializing in short-term training programmes and workshops, any training conducted by him or her for such  an organization qualifies as “paid training”. 

2.3 In addition, Fully Accredited Trainers may conduct train-the-trainer seminars in the “de Bono Thinking” educational programme provided that the following conditions are observed

(a) the training is done for educational purposes, as defined in section A.3 of the Appendix to this Agreement;

(b) the royalty fee, set in section A.5 of the Appendix, is paid in full by the Fully Accredited Trainer to Cavendish Training. This fee includes the price of the Associate Trainer Certificates received by the participant who complete the course successfully;

(c) every participant of the training conducted by the Fully Accredited Trainer, receives a signed Associate Trainer Certificate and signs a copy of the Associate Trainer Agreement. The Fully Accredited Trainer is responsible for providing Cavendish Training with information about recipients of Associate Trainer Certificates, as well as the original copies of the Agreement signed by them;

(d) the training is conducted in Russian language, and all materials used are written in Russian language as well;

(e) if the administrative division of Russian Federation, or any country formerly included in the Soviet Union, is assigned to an official distributor of Cavendish Training, the Fuly Accredited Trainer must conduct the training only on a written invitation of the official distributor. The information on official distributors of Cavendish Training and geographical areas assigned  to them is given in section A.6 of the Appendix to this Agreement. Any training planned outside of the countries formerly included in the Soviet Union must receive written permission of Cavendish Training. 

2.4 Any Fully Accredited Trainer may request blank copies of Associate Trainer Certificates, either directly from Cavendish Training, or from any of its official representatives in Russian Federation. The contact information of the official representatives is included in section A.6 of the Appendix. 

3. Modification and Termination of the Agreement.

3.1 Cavendish Training reserves the right to modify and update any information on fees and official distributors included in the Appendix to this Agreement without notice. It is a responsibility of the Fully Accredited trainer to ensure that any training and/or payment of fees carried out by him or her, is based on the most recent information on fees and distributors of Cavendish Training. 

3.2 The certification of a Cavendish Training trainer may be terminated immediately for cause upon thirty days written notice by either party as provided in this agreement. 

APPENDIX

A.1 Upgrade certification fee. 

The certification fee for the upgrade from the status of an Associate Trainer to the status of a Fully Accredited Trainers is established in the amount of 15 (fifteen) USD.

A.3 Definition of an “educational training”

For the purposes of this agreement the term “educational training” is defined as follows:

Any participant of the training either has a status of a registered student at a (recognized) educational institution, such as a school college or university, or submits a signed written statement in which he or she acknowledge that he or she participates in the course with the intention of using the material exclusively within family or educational or medical setting. 

A.4 Royalty fee for paid educational training

The royalty fee for “paid training” as defined in section 2.3 of the agreement is established in the amount of 2 (two) USD per each student trained. 

A.5 Royalty fee for Train-the-Trainer training.

The royalty fee for train-the-trainer courses is established in the amount of 6 (six) USD per every participant trained. This price includes the price of the Associate Trainer certificate.
